Avionics Systems Technicians are 
specialists who repair and maintain a plane’s electronic instruments, such as 
radio communication devices and equipment, radar systems, and navigation 
aids. Avionics is a specialization within electronic maintenance and repair. It 
focuses on aircraft electronics, but encompasses a wide range of job types.

An avionics technician is a specialist who is responsible for all the electronics 
aboard an aircraft as well as the wiring that connects to the electrical system. 
They run cables, mount antennas, and connect instruments for navigation 
and engine monitoring. Avionics technicians install radios, autopilots, and 
passenger entertainment systems. The job demands attention to detail and a 
commitment to the very highest standards of quality workmanship.

• Assemble components, such as electrical controls and junction 

boxes, and install software
• Install instrument panels, using hand tools, power tools, 

and soldering irons
• Interpret flight test data to diagnose malfunctions and 

performance problems
• Keep accurate records of maintenance and repair work
• Repair or replace malfunctioning components
• Test electronic instruments, using circuit testers, oscilloscopes, 

and voltmeters
